Many years ago, when we took over hosting Christmas Dinner
at our house, I bought a plain white tablecloth for the occasion.
After dinner, when the dishes had been cleared, I gave everyone
a pen and asked them to sign the tablecloth. What? My uncle
was horrified! Write on the tablecloth? I don't think so! I even
had the audacity to suggest that everyone could draw something
if they wanted! Even after watching everyone else sign, my
uncle still couldn’t bring himself to ‘desecrate’ that tablecloth.

I embroidered twelve signatures that year. The next year,
everyone embellished their signature ... bells, candy canes, holly.
Surprisingly, my aunt and uncle actually brought a drawing

to duplicate. A tradition was born! Year after year, that cloth
covered our table on Christmas Day. And, as the years passed,
we added sons and daughters-in-law, grandchildren, friends,

and creative and I embroidered every one. When the table finally fell apart (literally!) and was
replaced with a larger table than the cloth would cover, the tablecloth was retired. Actually,
the timing was good, for there was little room left to add another Christmas! I still bring

that tablecloth out every year and drape it over a chair. We all hunt for our signatures and
reminisce about the people and good times. Memories!

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Treasurer’s Report

Contributions for October were $34,565.66, compared to our $42,916.67 monthly target.

With year to date contributions as of 10/31/18 at $361,541.83 and our target for 10/31/18
being $429,167.00, we have a year to date deficiency in contributions of $67,625.17. For
comparison purposes, contributions were $428,303.16 for the period ending 9/30/17. The
continuing deficiency in contributions is concerning, so please make every effort to bring your
contribution commitment up to date.
